Management Branch.

Yukon Decision Body.

YESAB DO begins environmental and 
socio-economic assessment.

Notice of assessment is published for 
public comments.

Contact with affected First Nations 
recommended.

Period of public comment.

Government of Yukon issues 
a Decision Document to 
either accept or reject the 
recommendation.
■ Government of Yukon approves or 

rejects the application.

Approved — Land Use Permit 
issued.
■ Project proceeds subject to terms 

and conditions.

Reject — Proponent notified.NOYES
