Re: Addendum to General Site Plan Version 2008-04

Pursuant to Section 6.2 of Quartz Mining License QML-0006, please find enclosed additional
information to approved General Site Plan V2008-04 (GSP) regarding a temporary mill bypass
road construction activity.

Prior to construction of the Industrial Complex area, as described in GSP V2008-04, and shown
in Figure 5, attached, the construction of collection and diversion ditches is necessary to collect
runoff from the site, and to direct clean runoff around the site to Wolverine Creek. During
construction of the ditches access to the exploration camp on the west side of the Industrial
Complex, and access to the diesel/gas storage areas and offices within the Industrial Complex
area will be restricted by the heavy machinery working in the area. Also, there are many safety
concerns with light trucks, fuel trucks and personnel travelling through the working area.

To address these safety and logistics concerns YZC proposes to construct a temporary bypass
road that will allow access from km 27 of the mine access road to the lower millsite pad. The
issued for construction stamped design drawings by Yukon Engineering Services are provided
below. The bypass road would be functional for the duration of the construction period; after
which traffic through the Industrial Complex, as described in GPS V2008-04, will resume.

Construction of this road is proposed to start March 28", 2009 to allow for ditch pad preparation
to start March 31%, 20009.

As-built drawings and written report will be submitted to the Chief within 60 days of completion
of the temporary bypass road. A description of reclamation activities to be undertaken to
decommission the road will be included in the as-built report.
